CODES OF PRACTICE FOR INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE   
The inspection and maintenance to be conducted in accordance with the following standards: 

• SANS 10139 - Fire detection installations in buildings  

SCOPE OF WORK: 
1. Inspect logbook for any recorded faults and rectify, the client should check his system weekly the operator must display a thorough knowledge of the system and take relevant actions. (SANS3691, 10.3). 

2. Inspect building to ensure building changes have not affected sitting of the detectors, manual call points or sounders, room dimensions have not been altered. 

3. Acceptance of functionality / User training (SANS - 11.4.2.b5) The user shall take ownership of the system and ensure all users are trained in its operation 
4. Gas Cylinders and contents (SANS 14520 - 9.2.1.3) The pressure gauges show the correct pressure and contents recorded. The gas cylinders shall carry at least one international approval. 

5. The quantity of gas shall be in accordance with the design parameters and be in compliance with the South African gas standard 

6. Room separation, enclosure check, pressure venting (SANS 246-5.2) This testing is necessary to satisfy the requirements of SANS 14520 with regard to ensuring that the hold time of not less than 10 minutes is achieved 

7. Cable penetrations sealed (SANS 246 - 5.7) All cable penetrations should be sealed to contain the fire extinguishing gas 

8. CO2 fire extinguishers (SANS 246 - 8.1) A CO2 fire extinguisher should be mounted within 15 mtrs the computer room entrance. 

9. Acceptance of functionality / User training (SANS - 11.4.2.b5) The user shall take ownership of the system and ensure all users are trained in its operation. 

10. Inspect building to ensure building changes have not affected sitting of the detectors, manual call points or sounders, room dimensions have not been altered. 

11. Every detector to be cleaned and checked for correct operation. 

12. Check all cables and terminations are secure and undamaged 

13. All visual and audible alarms associated with the zones being tested to be checked for correct position and operation. 

14. Control signals to remote stations and equipment tested for satisfactory operation Remote Centre Signaling, It is recommended all fire alarms are monitored 24 hours a day (SANS 247 – 7.2.2.3) 

15. Power supply units shall be checked for satisfactory operation. The batteries should keep the system operational for 24 hours under power fail conditions. 

16. Check the battery chargers are delivering a charge to the batteries, The batteries must be dated and replaced every 2 years. 

17. Gas Cylinders and contents (SANS 14520 - 9.2.1.3) The pressure gauges show the correct pressure and contents recorded. The gas cylinders shall carry at least one international approval. 

18. The quantity of gas shall be in accordance with the design parameters and be in compliance with the South African gas standard 

19. Cylinder fixing (SANS 14520 – 6.2.3) Cylinders shall be fixed to a solid structure to ensure no lateral or vertical movement can occur. 

20. 19. Gas nozzle distribution (SANS 14520 – 6.3.6) the gas shall be evenly distributed throughout the protected area with no obstructions. 

INSPECTING AND SERVICING 
21. Inspect panel for any alarm condition and rectify. 

22. Each zone to be tested for fire and fault conditions. 

23. All break glass manual alarm units shall be checked for satisfactory operation. 

24. Audible alarm at control panel and in fire zones shall be tested. 

25. All equipment (other than air conditioning equipment and gas extinguishers equipment) 

26.       Activated or deactivated by the detection and alarm system shall be checked for       operation. 

27. Signals only from the detection and alarm system to any gas extinguishing system or air conditioning equipment such as fire dampers fans and fan coil units shall be checked and the response of the equipment noted. 

28. Inspect building to ensure building changes have not affected sitting of the detectors, manual call points or sounders. 

29. Every detector to be checked for correct operation. 

30. Check all cables and terminations are secure and undamaged.

Notes: 

Meetings of a specialist nature may be convened by persons and at times and locations to suit the Parties, the nature, and the progress of the service. Records of these meetings shall be circulated by the person convening the meeting within five days of the meeting. All meetings shall be recorded using minutes or a register prepared and circulated by the person who convened the meeting. Such minutes or registers shall not be used to confirm actions or instructions under the contract as these shall be done separately by the person identified in the conditions of the contract to carry out such actions or instructions. 
COMPANY BRANDING 
The Contractor shall provide all overalls (when needed) for his staff with clearly identifying motifs depicting the company name. Each service technician shall be required to wear their SAQCC ID at all times.
ENVIRONMENTAL CONSTRAINTS AND MANAGEMENT 
All environmental Legislations, are to be adhered to: 

a) The Contractor will be required to ensure that all works are carried out as per the ISO 14001 standard. The following environmental requirements are complied with at all times: 
· Zero liquid effluent discharge. 

· No chemicals will be dumped into the Sentech drains or on the premises. 

· No oil or waste will be dumped in an unauthorised area or unlicensed waste site. 

· Asbestos will be handled and stored according to Asbestos Regulations. 

· No materials or waste will be burnt on site. 

· Hazardous substances shall be handled and stored according to the hazardous substances Act 

· No effluent shall be discharged into the public streams. 
Quality control requirements 

The Contractor must possess an accredited Quality Management System. A pre-approved Quality Control Plan (QCP) is to be used for the tasks at hand

TESTING, COMMISSIONING, AND ACCEPTANCE. 
Testing: 

a) The Contractor must provide test certificates and reports of any test that was conducted as per ISO 14520. 

b) Gas cylinders’ code of manufacture, manufacturer, and certificate of manufacture. 

c) Pressure relief valves test certificate 

d) Test all detection and actuation components 

e) Test to verify that all alarms are conveyed to the respective panel or operator (where applicable) at the Fire Panel Computer (where applicable) 

f) Gas cylinders’ code of manufacture, manufacturer, and certificate of manufacture. 

g) Pressure relief valves test certificate 

h) Test all detection and actuation components 

Commissioning 

a) Commissioning should be done by a competent person. The person must have knowledge and understanding of gas suppression system design and fire detection systems. The system will be accepted when there are ZERO defects 

b) The contractor must supply testing and commissioning procedure 
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 
The Contractor to note and comply with the following: 
I. Direction and Instructions 

The Contractor shall operate under the direction and instructions of Sentech or such appointed person/s who may give instruction without transgression of the contract, any legislation and regulations including the Occupational Health and Safety Act and other Safety Regulations. 

II. Workmanship 
The Contractor shall maintain a high standard of workmanship as expected by the Sentech and shall comply with any quality assurance and quality procedures implemented by the Sentech.

RECORDS OF CONTRACTOR’S EQUIPMENT 
a) All equipment, tools, transport, and consumables for performing the services are to be supplied by the Contractor. All the Contractor’s power tools and equipment must be on a planned maintenance schedule and must be inspected before being dispatched to Sentech. 

b) The Contractor shall maintain a calibration and inspection schedule for all measuring equipment used and shall make the Schedule and results available to the Sentech upon request. 

c) Access to the site with equipment and tools will only be granted upon the submission of a printed tool/equipment list to the security department. Any items not on the list and brought onto site, may not be removed from site thereafter. 

d) Contractor to provide general tools to execute maintenance tasks.
